	Presentation to users


	Why?
	A search is not finished with the search itself. There is a further step: something has to be delivered to user. Results must be presented to users, rather just than dumped upon them. User evaluation, satisfaction, comprehension, and use of results depend, among others, on the quality and quantity of their presentation. What kind of presentation is appropriate for a given user and situation? How well is the presentation done? These are important questions for a searcher. 
The purpose of a good presentation is to enhance potential use comprehension, assimilation, and recall of information, increase user satisfaction, and save time for user. In addition, it is to boost your professional position and success.
Presentation can take many forms, from rather informal to very formal, from non-interpreted and non-organized to highly interpreted and well organized, from devoid of guidance to provision of suggestions for further exploration, from non-evaluative to evaluative, with or without synthesis, and so on. Presentation also involves work, even creativity. The more formal the situation, let say in companies, the more attention is paid to presentation.

A number of considerations are taken into account in decisions about and preparation of a presentation. A searcher has to be aware of these.
