	Presentation of search results

	Why?
	A search does not end with the search. It has to be delivered to the user. But delivered in what form? A proper presentation can enhance the effectiveness of results and with it of the whole search process. In turn, a sloppy presentation can detract. Effective presentations are stressed in a number of fields, way above and beyond searching, and we can certainly apply the resulting principles and results.
Presentation is a logical and important continuation of the search process. Selection of type of presentation and then execution is also an important part of searching. Effective presentation is another value added component of searching.

Decisions on how to present search results is made, among others, on the base of the user model. Goal is to create reports that delight, enlighten, assure, and guide to next action. The report should be created in a format that is easy to interpret and use, maximize utilization for decision-making, and minimize information overload.
In this assignment we are concentrating on readings and discussion about the way results of searching are presented to users. 
The objectives here are to:

· stress the importance of proper and effective presentation, 
· provide guidelines for such presentations.
