	Presentation of search results

	Why?
	As mentioned, search is not finished with searching. Results have to be presented to users. A good presentation enhances acceptance and assimilation of results. A bad presentation detracts. It is as simple as that. Plus, a good presentation enhances searchers’ reputation and trust.

Criteria for a good presentation are fairly uniform and set. So are criteria for bad presentations. However, as there’s more than one way to skin a cat, presentations can be accomplished in a number of ways. Creating a good presentation involves choices. Examples from many fields abound.
There is not a single cookie cutter for presentations. There are many choices depending on a number of factors: user, search, requirements, time, $$$$ … . Thus, a searcher should be aware of the choices and gain needed competencies to create an effective presentation geared toward user, task, and situation.
