	Why?
	Digital library research deals with a number of topics – from technical to developmental to evaluation of usability. 	What?
	Browse through papers reported in the Joint Conference on Digital Libraries (JCDL) - annually labeled as “Proceedings of the xth annual Joint Conference on Digital libraries”; i.e. JCDL’16 and also ‘15, ‘14, etc… (available in RUL: View all databases - ACM (Association for Computing Machinery) Digital Library – Proceedings - Joint Conference on Digital Libraries).
Look up Proceedings of the Proceedings of the 16th ACM/IEEE-CS Joint Conference on Digital Libraries.
Papers are organized by sessions. (Click on Table of Contents). Or look up Proceedings of any other year.
[Through RUL you can also find JCDL Proceedings at IEEE Xplore (a digital library of IEEE). In 2001 ACM and IEEE decided to merge the till then separate conferences on digital libraries, thus the term “Joint” in the title]. 
1. Select a few (two, three or more) articles from JCDL ’16 (or any other year of your choice) for examination. You can ignore the Poster Session. BTW: Should we use any in the class?
