	Metadata

	Why?
	Within the framework of unit topic Metadata, the aim is to get some practical experiences in using metadata. Specifically, objectives of the exercise are to:

1. explore characteristics of a specific and very popular metadata scheme, Dublin Core (DC), as an example what such schemes contain and how they are applied

2. get some experiences with using Dublin Core as a metadata scheme to documents included in a digital library.

This exercise will get your “hands dirty” with a metadata scheme – just a bit. Other courses at the School provide in depth treatment of this topic. If you know metadata (e.g. through a course or practice) the exercise will be a breeze; if not it will be a chance to learn something about metadata, as an important tool in a digital library.

	What?
	1. Get familiar with elements of the Dublin Core. 
Dublin Core Metadata Initiative (DCMI) provides a set of predetermined properties (or categories) for describing documents. These are explained in a number of sources provided in the lecture, assignment for this unit, and sites such as:

	Questions?
	Take the document under 2. above (Gill et al., 2016) and assign Dublin Core metadata elements. You can do it either:

· in a table format (elements listed in one column and values assigned in another),

· or as HTML Meta tags. (Do one or the other).

If you know about HTML meta tags you can use them, if not that is OK; but if you want to learn more about meta tags in HTML see section III, p. 5-8 in http://mn.gov/bridges/bestprac/training.pdf
