	Title
	Services

	Why?
	A (if not even THE) main function of digital libraries is to provide services. Numerous services of digital libraries are extension of traditional services, translated into digital environments. Others, are borne-digital – they are derived from the capabilities afforded only by these digital environments, or movements (such as open access) that are very much a part of this digital world. Specifically, objectives of the exercise are to:

· explore some of the services that may be instituted on the basis of open access availability, and
· consider how these may be incorporated in a digital library of your choice - your library, a public library, etc.
We will concentrate here on services that may be provided from open access sources.

	What?
	1. Get familiar with some of open access sources, such as found in the Directory of Open Access Journals http://www.doaj.org/ (unfortunately, new version is a bit complicated and not intuitive) so:
first unclick articles to remain a click on journals only; click  enter (nothing in the search box - you are searching for journals not articles); then in subject search enter any subject you want, e.g. Library and Information Science -  for LIS presently lists 100 journals.
2. Find some other open access sources and get familiar with them as well – here are some suggestions, but you are not limited to those:

	You will do two separate things:
1. Assume that you want to incorporate some open access journals or other resources in the library AND subject of your choice (briefly describe the library and subject - the subject could be library and information science) then list a sample of resources (e.g. journals) that you will incorporate in that library. What sources did you use for selection? You have to describe the subject to assign journals to that subject.
2. Taken the selected journals (or other open access resources), suggest ways and means for incorporating and integrating them in that selected library – what would you suggest to the library to do?
